NYC is to close. I don’t think the 
LORD is finished with me or Naselle 
at this point. I feel I have several 
more good years of ministry left in 
me! Why quit now? Of course, if the 
LORD is willing I’ll keep at it. I am 
asking your prayers for the LORD to 
keep NYC open.
