| am greatly in love with Jesus who counts me
trustworthy to work among those mostly
forgotten behind the jail and youth camp walls.

Many youth at Naselle are not as violent as
those in the other institutions in the State. The
return rate is lowest of the four institutions
because they are given the opportunity to work
in the woods planting trees as well as doing
many on-campus jobs that afford them the
skills to make life different. One of the
privileges | have is providing “Life Application
Study” Bibles in the NIV to residents who
“contribute” a nominal amount to the Chapel
fund. This allows me to provide $50 to $60
Bibles to residents who really want to develop
in their Christian walk. |1 have had several of
them say how much they appreciate the Word
of God with good notes for life in it. For most of
them, it is their first real study Bible they have
had.

If you want something done, ask someone who
is already busy to do it! | am now the South
West Washington (Region 2) Representative
for the Washington State Critical Incident
Stress Management Network. This is an
outcome of my work as chaplain with the local
fire department. My responsibility is to work
with other representatives to assemble a
network of response teams for disaster help
throughout the state.
